Scholarship Information:  The Hyde Park Square Art Show is awarding a $2,000 
Scholarship Award for the 2024-2025 school year.  This award will be applied to the 
recipient’s senior year fall term tuition and will be sent to the school registrar’s office for 
deposit in the student’s account prior to the fall term of the 2024-2025 school year. 
 
Eligibility:  Applicant must presently be a junior majoring in an art-related field with the 
intent of pursuing their major professionally and must be a US resident.  Applicant cannot 
be related to any member of the Hyde Park Square Art Show Committee. 
 
Selection Process: Applications must be received by the HPSAS Scholarship Committee 
by March 29, 2024 to be considered for the award.  Applicants will be notified of the exact 
interview date and time by email (tentative timing is the week of April 15th).  Each 
applicant is required to bring at least three representations of their art.  The committee 
decision of the scholarship recipient will be final. Applicants must be available in person 
for the interview process.  *Applicants, who will be out of the country at the time of the 
interview process, will not be considered. The scholarship winner will be notified no later 
than May 15, 2024. 
 
Application Instructions:  Please complete the following information and return your 
application by March 29, 2024.  Include a grade transcript and at least one recommendation 
from a professor with whom you have studied in your major field of art.  The professor 
should enclose his/her recommendation in a sealed envelope.  All information provided 
will remain confidential.
